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Abstract; With the CiteSpace software, a visual analysis was conducted of the annual publication volume,

high-yield institutions, core author groups, and hot research topics of the research literature on rural revitaliza-

tion strategy since the 19th National Congress of the Communist Party of China, aiming to clarify the current

research status and development context of rural revitalization at the current stage and provide guidance for fur-

ther research. Results show that the research results of rural revitalization have increased rapidly, the research

on rural revitalization is relatively fixed, the disciplinary tendency is obvious, and the core author group has

not been formed. In the future, it is necessary to further deepen the research on issues related to rural revital-

ization, strengthen exchanges and cooperation among scholars, institutions, and themes, lay stress on the

cross-integration of disciplines, and enhance the cohesion of research results.
